Settlement Area east of the Mackenzie River to the northern borders of the Deh
Cho and North Slave regions and to the western border of Nunavut,
o Helicopters must be restricted for any purpose connected with hunting any Big
Game in S/MX/01 for all categories of hunting licence holders and Sahtu
beneficiaries,
o S/MX/01 be opened to non-residents and non-resident aliens for wolf and
wolverine hunting during 01 August to 15 April, and
o Muskox season for resident, non-resident, and non-resident alien hunters be
extended from 31 March to 15 April to allow for combination hunts of muskox
with barren-ground caribou, wolf, and wolverine and for an additional two
weeks of spring hunting for residents.
