15. Bluenose Caribou Photo-Census Results — Discussion

Bluenose-West caribou herd — population decreased by 4000 animals from last year;
Bluenose-East caribou herd — population stable

Main recommendations: concentrate harvest on bulls and reduce overall harvest, i.e.,
“take only what is needed”

Additional suggestions: promote fall hunts; harvest other wildlife or fish; study
caribou habitat/food; study climate change effects; study impacts of
airplanes/helicopters (decisions made will impact on other wildlife populations);
develop education programs; involve Tlicho and DehCho in future discussions
Kugluktuk: mixed harvest of bulls & cows (estimated annual harvest ~1000 caribou);
trying to eliminate commercial harvest; SRRB & ENR, Sahtu Region to present
information to Hunters & Trappers Organization (include Mathieu Dumond,
Regional Biologist)

ACTION (Chair & ED): Set up meeting with Kitikmeot HTO and Mathieu Dumond to present
Bluenose Caribou information
