Reflections on WRRB Sahti PekwQ Hearing

Discussion led by Deborah Simmons

e Discussion on the creation of the land claims and their implementations, followed by a
discussion on self-government agreements in the Sahtu.

e Self-government in the Sahtu is going to be community based. DGG has control over
education on language and culture, which is part of the caribou plan even though the
self government says the land claim conservation management holds true and isn’t
given to DGG

e Atthe 2007 BNW hearing, lots of elders spoke but the board didn’t have a way to fully
accommodate their evidence.

e Moving forward forest stewardship/management is going to be a new focus for the
Board. There needs to be discussion on ecology.

e We heard at the hearing from elders that changes are happening fast and that is the
case for caribou as well. This was also a discussion item at the SRRB’s 2016 BNE
Caribou Hearing.

e There are challenges in adapting public hearings to a Dene ts'1l] approach in sharing
knowledge - including ceremony, a talking circle process for building on the knowledge
contributed by others, and relationship-building.

e There are some knowledge-oriented questions that have arisen out of our work and are
reinforced by the WRRB hearing:

1. Relationship between wolves and caribou. Look at the natural cycle more.
2. The role of fire and what to do about it. (look at Australian model of doing managed
fires - controlled burns) and the definition of forest. We don’t know what
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connection between fire and food growth. Does it affect lichen growth? We need to
gather traditional knowledge on fire management.
3. How do we keep track of what’s happening with caribou?
4. How do we scale up dialogue among different indigenous groups. Ex: Thichg and
Délineg, Colville Lake and Paulatuk?
The WRRB was created by a land claim that included self government and as result
WRRB’s mandate is a bit distanced from the communities, since some of the functions of
the SRRB are assumed by the Thichg Government. They don’t have ?ehdzo Got'ine. We
have an opportunity to be more engaged and active in co-production of knowledge with
communities.
At the 2016 Hearing we had a youth workshop and a youth intervenor was able to make
statements that lead to inclusion of a decision about youth participation in the SRRB’s
Hearing Report. But we could do better in the future including youth. The Youth Caucus
during the Nio Ne P’ené meeting came up with the idea of wellness being a major topic
and that is what wellness being included as part of the Ne K'ddi Ke training. Youth
statements and being involved really do make a difference so we need to have them
included in a meaningful way.
